Alcohol At Junior Football
The TTGDFC actively promotes and encourages the participation of juniors in sport. 
As part of the effort to keep our kids healthy, we also wish to encourage only the responsible consumption of alcohol by the many parents whom attend. 
There is nothing worse than the sight of drunken parents at junior sport which can quite often lead to aggressive behavior. 
This is not tolerated at our club and parents found guilty of unacceptable behavior will find themselves facing a ban.

Please note these important guidelines that we ask parents to follow:

Alcohol purchased from the TTGDFC Bar:

It is an offence to take any alcohol purchased from the bar outside of the enclosed area surrounding the verandah, when you buy from the bar, please observe the signage and consume in the designated area.

Bulkana Oval (bottom oval No.2)

Again, alcohol purchased from the bar must not be taken down to Bulkana Oval for consumption. 
Parents found in breach of these rules will be asked to return to the designated area at the club. 
Although not illegal, if you bring along your own alcohol, we request that you drink responsibly and discreetly in this area only. 
Do not bring alcohol not purchased from the bar into the liscenced area.

Alcohol in General

We understand that due to finances some parents bring along their own alcohol to their child’s matches. 
Again it is not illegal but we ask that you do this only in a responsible manner and keep it to a minimum. 

On the playing arena

Alcohol is not to be brought onto the playing arena under any circumstances. 
If you feel the need to have a drink, then please do so away from the boundary.
