Code Of Conduct For Parents - Season 2010
· Do not force an unwilling child to participate in football. Allow your child to play the sport of their choice. It is for their enjoyment, not yours.

· Ensure that your child arrives at training and matches as instructed by their coach.

· Do not question the umpires’ decisions and/or approach the umpire.

(Any problems you have with their decisions are to be dealt with by you team Manager)

· Encourage your child to play by the rules. Remember that you are a role model to your child.

· Take an active interest in your child’s sport development, helping your child work at improving their skill level. 

· Be willing to assist the coaches/team managers for the benefit of your child. No officials, No game.

· Praise your child’s efforts. Do not ridicule or embarrass if mistakes are made.

· Parents must remain 2 metres from the boundary line and goal posts or behind the fence during games.

· Parents should refrain from coaching from the sideline and leave the on-field decisions to the coach and umpire. Parents must not coach from the boundary or during ¼ time breaks. Leave it to your team Coach to make the team decisions.

· Remember – coaches and team managers are volunteers. They give their time and resources to provide recreational activities for your child.

· Teach your child that an honest effort is as important as a victory so that the results of each game are accepted without undue disappointment.

· Support all efforts to remove verbal and physical abuse from sporting activities.     

· Parents should not indulge in alcohol/drug abuse during their involvement with the club. 

· Alcohol must be consumed in the designated area, not on the oval. 

· Smoking is not permitted on the playing arena (games or training) or within 10 meters of players outside the playing arena.
